New Deaneries  
As part of the response to our Synod it has been decided to move to larger 
deaneries across the Archdiocese. For us, that means that the former deanery of 
Chorley has now merged with the former deanery of Leyland. Fr Graeme Dunne 
of St Gregory’s parish has been appointed as the Dean. You probably won’t 
notice any change right away but this decision will allow for priests to work 
together in greater numbers and have more support in times of illness or rest. 
Also, the priests, deacons and lay people across the new deanery will work 
together to implement the ideas and proposals in our Pastoral Plan in the 
coming years. It is proposed that there will be a Deanery council of lay people 
and clergy some time next year to share ideas and arrange events for our 
people. Some events, such as Services of Reconciliation and Confirmation 
Programmes will still be organised locally in the Chorley area.  
The parishes in our new Lancashire Deanery are now: Sacred Heart, St Bede, St 
Chad, St Gregory, St Joseph Anderton, St Joseph Brindle, St Joseph Chorley, St 
Joseph Withnell, St Mary Chorley, St Oswald Longton, Our Lady, Help of 
Christian’s Tarleton, St Agnes Eccleston, St Catherine Farrington, St Mary 
Euxton, St Mary Leyland, St Teresa + St Mary Magdalen Penwortham, St Oswald 
Longton, SS Peter and Paul Mawdesley. Please ask for God’s blessing on this 
new venture in your prayers. 

 
This week we received the following Covid-19 guidelines for Christmas in our 

Churches from the Archdiocese 
“We are still living with the Pandemic – in spite of the actions of many it has not 
gone away (and may even get worse.) We, therefore need to be both cautious 
and welcoming in our guidelines for Christmas 2021. We want people (and 
especially families) to feel welcome to celebrate Christmas in church. Face 
coverings are still expected to be used in church – this may be difficult to enforce 
but given the vulnerability of some who will come to church we need to do our 
best to keep them safe. Try to keep the building well ventilated. Ensure that 
people are not inside the church for too long. Other suggestions: Extra Masses 
on Christmas Eve or Christmas Day may encourage safer numbers. Attending 
Mass on Sunday 26th December could be encouraged rather than Christmas Eve 
or Christmas Day.” 
We will have three in on Christmas Eve. Booking a place will not be necessary. 
There will be no Vigil Mass for Sunday on Christmas Day.

After a very brief 
input, we will listen to some spontaneous reactions to the questions we have 
asked our young people at St Julie’s Catholic High School, Woolton. Some of the 
responses are frankly priceless and worth pondering! We will also invite you to 
share your own reactions to the themes in break-out rooms, and end with a time 
of prayer and reflection based on a scripture passage linked to the theme and to 
Advent. We will close each session in a prayerful mood to allow you to continue 
praying and pondering should you wish to do so even after the hour is over.
